Upham 

Upham is a small country village with a population of 519 adults. There is a broad spectrum of social classes, and age 
groups.  Most of the working population commute to neighbouring towns and cities, including London. A few still work 
locally on the land. Occupations include farmers, farm workers, teachers, doctors, businessmen and women, lawyers, 
bankers, publicans, estate agents, architects, vets etc. There are a number of retired people, some with long 
associations with the village. In addition to the Church the village has a Church Aided Primary School, a newly built 
Millennium Village Hall, a shop/post office, three pubs, a playing field with a playground and a newly erected sports 
pavilion, and two ponds. 

 

The architecture of Upham is varied. There are five substantial classical houses and many other houses and cottages of 
different sizes, styles and age, including three small housing estates and a group of bungalows for the elderly, the latter 
conveniently situated close to the shop and public transport. There is also a care home in the village for six male 
residents with learning disabilities.
